Best Practice 2
Community Engagement through NSS and NCC: Shaping Responsible Citizens
Community service through NSS and NCC is a significant best practice of the college, reflecting its strong commitment to social responsibility and experiential learning. The college firmly believes that meaningful education goes beyond classrooms and is strengthened when students actively engage with society. Besides the regular NSS and NCC activities, students are encouraged to work in real community settings, where they learn to understand social issues and contribute positively. Such engagement helps students develop discipline, leadership, teamwork, empathy, and a strong sense of civic responsibility.
During the academic session 2024–25, the NSS wing of the college adopted the village “Khera” with the objective of spreading awareness about cleanliness, health, education, and environmental protection. A seven-day NSS camp was organised from 27 February 2024 to 05 March 2025 in the village. NSS volunteers actively participated in community service activities such as cleaning the Village Water Body (Bauri), Panchayat Bhawan, Village Roads, and the Martyr Memorial. These efforts resulted in visibly cleaner public spaces and improved awareness about sanitation. The volunteers also interacted closely with villagers and motivated them to reduce the use of plastic. Special awareness sessions were conducted for women on personal hygiene during menstrual cycles, which helped promote healthy practices and reduce social hesitation surrounding the issue.
The NCC (Boys) Unit of the college also played an important role in community service. On Kargil Vijay Diwas, 26 July 2024, NCC cadets participated in a blood donation camp organised at Chowkiwala, Nalagarh by a local industrialist. On this occasion, 15 NCC cadets and one staff member donated blood. The cadets also volunteered by distributing refreshments and assisting the medical staff. Similarly, on World Red Cross Day, 07 May 2025, NCC cadets volunteered in a blood donation camp organised by the Red Cross Society, Nalagarh, at Old Boys School, Nalagarh. These activities not only helped save lives but also encouraged young people to participate in voluntary service.
To promote environmental awareness, the NCC (Boys) Unit celebrated World Water Day on 22 March 2025 by interacting with people in schools, market areas, and residential localities of Nalagarh. Through direct interaction, cadets highlighted the importance of saving water and using it wisely. In addition, both NCC Boys and Girls units regularly organise rallies on cleanliness, environmental protection, and social awareness, and actively participate in patriotic campaigns.
Through these sustained efforts, the college has created a meaningful impact on the community while shaping students into responsible, caring, and socially aware citizens. This best practice clearly demonstrates the college’s dedication to nation-building, community development, social responsibility and value-based education.
